I’m a student at [School Name], and I am concerned about bullying and harassment at our school.  I’m not sure if you are aware, but it is an issue that is not going away. I can share with you first-hand about instances of bullying in this school. I’ve recently learned of a free, simple, and effective resource to prevent bullying.  The #Day1 bullying prevention toolkit has been used across the country in schools just like ours to make it clear that bullying and harassment have no place in our classrooms or at extra curricular activities. It's an easy declaration and pledge that makes sure everyone understand the definition of bullying and how they can easily stop it or get help to stop it.  The Tyler Clementi Foundation which produces the program  has found that when people talk about bullying early, bullying can be prevented.  I want this for our school, and I hope you agree to join with other districts and organizations to make bullying prevention a part of the school program.
